How should you respond if you encounter an unexpected situation while in South Korea? What applications can help you to ensure your safety and smooth travel? We will provide you essential information to know for a safe and healthy trip.

Health & Medical 
If you need to visit a hospital, make sure to bring your passport. Your passport is the most basic form of identification that can verify your identity. When you arrive at the hospital, present your passport at the reception desk to register for treatment.. 
If you are unable to go directly to the hospital, call 119. You can request an ambulance, and paramedics will arrive at the scene to provide necessary emergency care and transport you to the nearest hospital. When a foreigner calls 119, they will connect you to an interpretation service provider, which will enable you to communicate in three-way. The 119 service is available 24/7 and can track the caller's location. 
Also, install the 'Emergency Ready App' to prepare for emergencies. This application provides emergency contacts, locations of emergency shelters, and first aid methods. It is available to download on both Android and iOS. 
If you need any medicine you can easily find a pharmacy in Korea by looking for a medicine sign or search for pharmacies on the map. You can get the information of the nearest pharmacy. Even if the pharmacy is closed or there is not one located nearby you can get basic medicine such as Tylenol, aspirin and digestive aids at the 
convenience store. Some drugs that are available in your country may be classified as a controlled substance in Korea. Therefore, if you are taking any medication on a regular basis be sure to check whether the medicines are allowed. Visit the ministry of Food and Drug safety website. I recommend you to ask your doctor about alternative medicines before coming to Korea and bring a copy of your prescription.


Safety & Security
Fire is a hazard that can occur anytime and anywhere. It's always a good idea to know the location of the nearest fire hydrant, fire extinguisher and emergency exits in your area. In case of a fire, promptly call 119 and accurately report the location and situation of the fire. When evacuating, never use the elevator and always use the emergency exits.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Security in Korea is quite decent. It is safe to go out alone to most areas day and night. However, for just in case, try to avoid dark alleys and enclosed parking lots. Please be mindful of a personal belongings such as passports and credit cards when passing through crowded streets and shopping areas. If an accident occurs or you suffer damage such as an assault you must call 112 or visit the nearest police station. Statements can be made through real-time interpretation. If you can't make a call, you can also report it by text message. Korea also has a tourist police that patrols tourist heavy areas and cracks down on illegal activities targeting tourists. If you have encountered any issues at your destination, call 1330 to get help from the tourist police.
Illegal Acts
If you commit an illegal act in Korea, Korean lows and penalties will be applied to you. Possession use or trading drugs in Korea are all illegal and may result in detention if caught. If you're found guilty you could face heavy fines imprisonment or even deportation. In addition, there are strong anti-corruption laws regarding public officials in Korea. If you hand over a certain amount of money or valuables to a public official, you may be sentenced to the punishment under the anti-corruption act. Prostitution or sexual acts without the other person's consent are also prohibited.
In Korea, indoor spaces and most public places, such as airports, train stations, and parks, are designated as non-smoking areas. Smoking in non-smoking areas can impose a fine of up to 100,000 WON. If you want to smoke, you must smoke in designated smoking areas only. Non-smoking areas are usually posted with non-smoking signs. Check the signs carefully, and be careful not to smoke in non-smoking areas. 

Transportation
It's easy to use buses or subway to get around crowding cities in Korea. You can also use the train if you need to travel longer distances. It's a good idea to download a current map application for Korea. When taking a taxi, it is better to write down the address of the destination in Korean for a better communication with the driver and pay the fare after checking the price on the taximeter. Using the 'TABA App' made for smooth taxi use by foreigners can make taxi use more convenient in Korea. 
If you want to drive in Korea, you need an international driver's license. In Korea, driver's seat is on the left and vehicles drive on the right side. When driving you must keep traffic signals. Be sure to follow the posted speed limits on the roads and you and your passengers must all fasten your seat belts. Otherwise, you can be fined. Never drive after drinking. In Korea, drunk driving regulations are applied to those with a blood alcohol concentration of a 0.03% or higher, and you can be caught and prosecuted even after having just light drink.
If you're riding a motorcycle you must wear a helmet and may not drive on restrict roads or sidewalks. If you are a pedestrian, be careful of the electric kickboard on the sidewalk. Korea has recently witnessed the increasement of electric kickboards, and you can often find them driving at high speeds on the sidewalk. You should also watch out for motorcycles or scooters when you are riding and getting off public transportation. If you cross without permission, you may not be fully protected in the event of an accident, so use the crosswalk when you cross the street.
